The humanistic sounding narrative 

that homosexuality is or at least should be irrelevant may seem 

sympathetic but is in fact a symptom of still existing and persistent 

homophobia in ςnot only Wagnerian- academia. In light of recent 

events in Bangla Desh, Florida or Honduras this fight is of course less 

urgent. But violence and bigotry are bullets from the same gun. And the museum is as much part of
